	ABLE BODIED ADULT WITHOUT DEPENDENTS (ABAWD)

	With few exceptions, most household members age 16 through 59 must register and comply with the Employment & Training (E&T) Program.
	Certain persons must comply with the Food Stamp Program work requirement in order to be able to get or continue to get Food Stamp benefits.  A person must be working or participating in a work program activity for a weekly average of at least 20 hours and must verify the weekly hours each month.  It is the responsibility of the individual to provide verification that the work requirement has been met.

	YOU MAY BE EXCUSED (EXEMPT) FROM A WORK ACTIVITY IF ANY OF THE FOLLOWING APPLY TO YOU

	Certain persons do not have to register with in the E&T program.  This is called an exemption. 
You qualify for an exemption because you are:

  Under age 16 or over age 60

 FORMCHECKBOX 
  Physically or mentally unfit for work
 FORMCHECKBOX 
  Responsible for the care of a child under age 6 or  for an incapacitated person

	WHAT HAPPENS IF I DON’T PARTICPATE IN MY WORK ACTIVITIES?

	When you have not been excused (exempt) from the E & T Program and you do not meet your work activity requirements, you may lose some or all of your food stamp benefits.  This is called a disqualification.  You may receive benefits after the period of disqualification has passed and you have met the E & T Program requirements. 

· First Disqualification = at least 3 months with no benefits

· Second Disqualification = at least 6 months with no benefits

· Third Disqualification = at least 1 year with no benefits
	If you fail to meet the Food Stamp Program work requirements, you may not be able to continue to get food stamp benefits, but may get them again by working or participating in a work program for 80 hours in a 30-day period.  If you do not meet the work requirement in any month after the month in which eligibility was regained, a disqualification period results.  The 36 month disqualification period starts with the month eligibility is regained. The disqualification period is a fixed period and cannot be lifted.
